The best, polished plate-glass is used as support,
two plates being permanently cemented together with pure Canada balsam.
Each filter bears a marking-strip, and is packed in a strong cardboard box.
The label is in the form of a test-sheet for the primary colours, yellow, green,
red and blue, which may be used for trial purposes.

We make six different densities, according to the correction required.
They are classified as follows: —

No. 0. Rapid Yellow Filter.

Without increasing the exposure this filter cuts out a small portion of
" the blue rays, thus greatly improving distances.

No. 1. Extra Light Yellow Filter.
Brings out the yellowish-green colours so that blue, yellow and green
appear equally dark. The exposure is only slightly longer than the
ordinary. This filter is intended for use in instantaneous portrait and
landscape photography.

No. 2. Light Yellow Filter.
Makes blue appear considerably darker than yellow Recommended for
use where good colour correction is required in landscapes and moun-
tain views. Double exposure necessary.

No. 3. Medium Yellow Filter.

Results in almost colour-correct reproductions of landscapes and paint-
ings. Three times usual exposure.

No. 4. Deep Yellow Filter.
Very suitable for landscapes and paintings with much blue, also for
distances with bluish haze. Blue appears darker than nature. Requires
four times usual exposure.

No. 5. Orange Filter.
as similar action to filter No. 4, but brmgs out the red considerably
when used with panchromatic plates

For the usual amateur work a set of three of the above filters should

suffice, for instance No. 0, 1 and 3, or 1, 2 and 4.

The above yellow filters naturally absorb the light-rays to the same degree
over the whole picture, so that in case of strong light contrasts between
foreground and background irregular lighting effects result. To overcome this
difficulty graduated yellow filters of shallow or deep graduation are used.
We supply these graduated filters in various densities.

No. 10. Yellow filter, Shallow graduation, Light. Requires about
twice usual exposure

No. 11. . » " Medium. Requires about three
: times usual exposure
No. 12. " " " " Dense. Requires about three

times usual exposure
No. 15. " ‘» Deep graduation  Light. = Requires about

If the light
filter is not satisfactory the quality of the negatives may be constantly
jeopardised by fogs.

The dyes employed in these filters combine great brilliancy and fast
colours with relative safeness.

In order to keep the price low, ordinary flat glass plates are employed
which, without being cemented together, are bound around the edges. These
Safe Light Filters are at present supplied for the ordinary sizes, 9X12, 10XX15,
13X18, 18X24 and 2430 cm or 7X5, 8Y2X6s, 10X8, 12X10, and
