Keep the slide dry and free from dust.

Work in the dark or take care to have the correct
dark room illumination.’

Put the Colour Plates in the slides the correct way,
that is with the glass side in front. Do not forget
the black card and a gentle wiping of the glass side.

. In focusing remember the thickness of the glass.
. Select the correct Filter, and remember to use it

during the exposure.

. Expose correctly and if the exposure has been made

by Flashlight, take particular care to avoid using too

much.

. Make up your solutions developing, and reversing,

absolutely correctly and use at a temperature of 65° F,

. Wash the Colour Plates well, but do not keep them

wet too long.

. Dry the Colour Plates quickly and free from dust,

but do not use too much heat.

. After any necessary correction, varnish them and

cover them with a glass.
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
