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Fujica AZ-1

The Fujica AZ-1 exposure meter is powered by three 1.5 volt silver oxide batteries
(Mallory MS76 or similar) housed in the back of the camera top plate. It is operated
by first pressure on the shutter release button. A depth of field preview button next
to the lens stops down the lens to the preset aperture when pressed inward.

The viewfinder eyepiece is rectangular, giving a clear view of the fine-ground
screen with no fresnel lines. A small split-image rangefinder section in the centre is
surrounded by a microprism collar and a further much larger very fine ground area
for critical focusing.

The meter readout is a shutter speed scale with seven LEDs. It operates only with
the shutter speed knob set to AE or to one of the exposure compensation figures
(-2, -1, +1 or +2).

The back of the camera is hinged at the right and is opened by pulling the rewind
knob upward. The take-up spool is multi-slotted to accept the film leader.

In the camera baseplate are a tripod socket at the rewind end of the camera and a
large rewind button, as well as the special features of the AZ-1— the motor coupling
gear and electrical contacts for the Fujica Auto Winder.

Fujica Auto Winder

Designed to transport the film and cock the shutter automatically after each ex-
posure, the Fujica Auto Winder simply screws into the camera baseplate. Engage
the slotted lug on the end of the Winder with the protruding stud at the end of the
camera baseplate, line up the tripod screw with the camera tripod socket and screw
it in. Switch on the Winder and you are ready for motorised shooting. Automatic
winding on occurs when you let go of the shutter release.

The Winder takes four AA size batteries which are loaded in from one end
after pushing upward on the battery compartment cover to remove it. This cover
can be difficult to remove when certain types of battery are loaded (such as the
Crompton Vidor alkali manganese, which are fractionally longer than the Mallory
equivalents).

Overall measurements of the Winder are 134 x 43 x 36 mm (54 x 1§ x 14 in). It
weighs about 385 g (13.6 oz).
