Throe speeds are avail-
able in order to take Iosi. normal or s-l-o.w
motion shots, An outomatic foctage indicator
keeps track of the amount of film exposed and
lets you know ail all times how much unex-
posed film is left in the camera.

An unusual feature of the Keystone K-8
cameras is the foct that either the stondard
25 foot double length of film or the new 30 fool
single length can be used at will. When only

a lew scenes are 1o be taken and you are
anxicus o see the pictures as soon as possible
use the shorter 30 fool single length—{or all
other purposes use the standard 25 fool double
length which makes up 50 feet of film. The
comera is vory compoaci measuring & 5718
x234"x134"".
